The 15 "Stations of Joy"
From Resurrection to Pentecost

(The "Stations of Jop" each commemorate one af the passages in
Scripture when the Resurrected Jesus tried tenderly to convince us
of His Resurrection, to change our sorrows into jops. A sod
Christian is not a convincing Christian... let us try to pray and live
these "Stations of Joy" during the glorious Paschal time, from Easter
Sunday to Pentecost. The 40 days of Lent are the most devoted ones
for a Christian, but the next 40 days of Paschal time, from the
Hesurrection to the Ascension, should be the most jovful, ending 10
days later with the glory of Pentecost..the Scriptural citations after
each Station of Joy are offered for anyone who might desire to use a
Station a day as a personal peint of meditation)
