Mother of the Word Incarnate (assist 
me, that I may open my heart to the Word Incarnate and, like you, open my life to Christ, that I 
may live with, in, and for Jesus, as you did.) Despise not my request, but in your clemency, hear 
and answer me. Amen.   
  
JOYFUL MYSTERIES: Mother of Jesus Christ, form us as you formed your Son. Help us to be 
quick to follow God’s will. May we present Jesus in the temple of our bodies and take Him with 
us into the homes of others. Teach us always to look for Jesus in the Church when we have lost 



Him in our lives. Make us mindful of our guardian angels. We ask these things through your 
motherly intercession, through Christ our Lord. Amen.
