12 - The increase of gifts must always burst forth from your heart in the form of continual thanksgiving.

13 - Place your faith in the divine assistance.

14 - Be certain that one who has defended you up to the present will continue His saving work.

15 - If nature suffers and demands its rights, this is a condition of man=s life as a wayfarer.

16 - Man was created to enjoy happiness and his trials are a consequence of sin.

17 - As long as we remain in this world we shall always feel a natural aversion to suffering.

18 - Embrace and submit to the (cross) for love of God.



19 - It is the flesh that is weak, but God wants the spirit and not the flesh.

20 - Cling tightly all the time in spirit to the divine will.

21 - Serve the Lord with a joyful heart, for divine love will never grow less in your soul.

22 - Have boundless trust in the divine mercy.

23 - God loves you very much.

24 - Continue to trust, to hope and to love.

25 - Praise be to God in the highest heavens!

26 - May the Holy Spirit fill you with His most holy gifts.

27 - May it please this God of goodness to behave as a loving Father and not as a righteous judge.
28 - Watchfulness, prayer and humility are the arms needed to overcome all temptations.

29 - One does not do wrong without being aware of it.

30 - Be sincere and the Lord will love you more dearly.

31 - Jesus is closely united with you. Listen to His voice. Put away the fears you have. God is with you.
